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Now on this 15" day of January 2020, upon the lowa Real Estate Commission’s [Commission]
receipt of a “Withdrawal of Certificate of Non Compliance” from the lowa Department of
Revenue [IDR], the Commission hereby immediately reinstates the Respondent’s suspended

real estate salesperson license.
